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Lesson 15.0 – How to Use My Diagnosis 
My Diagnosis lets you add one or more diagnoses to your prescription, using the WHO-

standard ICD-10 classification system. 

Use the steps below to learn how to renew your SalveoRx. 

Accessing My Diagnosis 

1. Run SalveoRx. 

2. Login and open the Create Prescription Module. 

3. Create your electronic prescription – set the patient and fill the prescription 

items. 

4. Click the “My Diagnosis” hyperlink.

My Diagnosis Layout 

1. Upon clicking the My Diagnosis hyperlink, SalveoRx displays the My Diagnosis 

(ICD-10) window. 

2. My Diagnosis has three (3) key sections:  

a. Notes and Search Tabs 

b. Current Diagnosis Tale 

c. Command Options

Using My Diagnosis 

 Users can opt to enter “free text” information or use the My Diagnosis feature referencing the 

 WHO-standard ICD-10 classification system. 

Custom Notes  

The Notes tab allows users to enter custom information for their diagnosis. 

1. Click on the My Diagnosis tab Ą Notes. 

2. Enter notes on the space provided.

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Search ICD 

The Search ICD tab allows users to search and select diagnosis information from 

the WHO-standard ICD-10 classification system. 

1. Click on the My Diagnosis tab Ą Search ICD. 

2. Enter the search keyword, and then click “Search”. 

3. Upon a successful search, SalveoRx displays a list of records containing 

your search keyword.

4. Each ICD record is described by a Code and Name field. 

5. Mark the record(s) you wish to use for your prescription. 

6. Click “Add to list” to tag the record(s) to your prescription. 

7. SalveoRx prompts users to add notes for each diagnoses record(s). 

8. Enter notes. 

9. SalveoRx displays the added diagnoses record(s) in the Current Diagnosis 

table.

Current Diagnosis 

The Current Diagnosis feature lets you update your record’s list.

1. Mark the record(s) you wish to remove from your prescription. 

2. Click “Remove”. 

3. SalveoRx deletes these diagnoses record(s) from your prescription. 

4. Mark the record(s) you wish to remove from your prescription. 

5. Click “Remove”. 

6. SalveoRx deletes these diagnoses record(s) from your prescription. 

 

 
 

 When multiple records are added, the notes entered are distributed 

to each of the diagnoses record(s) added to the list.  

 You can only view and edit one (1) record note at a time. 
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Completing your Diagnosis 

1. Click “Ok” to tag your diagnoses information to your prescription. 

2. Place your mouse cursor on top of the My Diagnosis hyperlink to get a 

preview of the tagged diagnoses for this prescription. 

3. Save your prescription. 

 

 
 

View Diagnosis 

 Users can view diagnoses information through the My Patients modules, particularly in a 

 patient’s Prescription History (See Lesson 7.0 to learn how to use the My Patients module). 

1. Open the “My Patients” module. 

2. Select and view a patient record. 

3. Click the Prescription History tab. 

4. Search for a given prescription. 

5. Click the “View Prescription Details”.

6. When the Prescription Preview window appears, click “View Diagnosis”. 

7. SalveoRx displays the selected prescriptions’ My Diagnosis. 

 

 The “< custom >” text is displayed in the preview if a user enters 

information on the Notes tab.

8. View the Notes and Current Diagnosis sections. 

9. Mark a diagnosis record and click “View Note” to view the individual notes set 

for each diagnosis record. 

10. Click “Close” when done.
